Tests

Y ou will need to consider the advisability of dropping the course by the official drop date.

Documentation must
state the date of theillness or emergency AND the duration of the problems caused by it. We may
confirm the documentation by contacting the provider. Failure to provide documentation may result in an

test or exam due to religious observance, we must be informed no less than three weeks before the exam.
